2. Description of the project

General objective of the project is to support the Serbian Competent Authorities and operators in the adoption of a sustainable approach for the implementation of the IPPC/IE Directive in the intensive rearing of poultry and pigs, considering the connections with other Directives and the specificity of the involved installations as well as to enhance the approximation of Serbia to the transposition and implementation of IED and related Directives. This will be achieved through 3 main components of the Project and different activities that will involve all relevant stakeholders:
· Identification the connections between the IE Directive and other Directives that specifically apply to the intensive rearing and legal gaps in Serbian regulation

· Improving quality of submitted applications by operators from intensive rearing sector, improving quality of issued permits by Local self-Government and ensuring inspection according to IED
· Improving public participation and awareness on IPPC through visibility events and informative materials.
With the proposed project the full chain from applications via permits to the needed inspections for the actual implementation is covered.

3. Description of the activity 2.3 – Preparation of energy efficiency guidance for the intensive rearing sector
In most cases farms don’t have adequate knowledge and resources regarding energy efficiency measures and possible improvements. Therefore the guidance will be developed which will include tools tailored on the specific characteristics of the installations, such as: check list for operators in order to perform self-audit, how to use benchmarks, how to establish specific indicators and how to monitor and record them. This document will also include energy efficiency options applicable to intensive rearing sector such as waste heat recuperation, use of low-carbon energy sources such as biogas, measures related to electricity reduction etc. According to the Law on IPPC, the energy efficiency plan is one of required documents that operator has to submit with the IPPC application. However there are no rules or guidance on the structure or information that this plan has to contain. Beside the guidance, team of experts will prepare a template for energy efficiency plan that is an integral part of the IPPC application. The guidance and proposed template will be tested to prepare the energy efficiency plans for 10 selected installations.
4. Job description: 

· Analysis of existing level on energy efficiency of IPPC operators from intensive rearing sector in Serbia and its comparison to EU benchmarks 

· Preparation of energy efficiency guidance for operators in cooperation with international expert
· Preparation of a template for the energy efficiency plan, according to IPPC Law
