2. Description of the project

General objective of the project is to support the Serbian Competent Authorities and operators in the adoption of a sustainable approach for the implementation of the IPPC/IE Directive in the intensive rearing of poultry and pigs, considering the connections with other Directives and the specificity of the involved installations as well as to enhance the approximation of Serbia to the transposition and implementation of IED and related Directives.
